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Topic This term our topic, which will run for the next two terms is called 

‘Emperors and Empires’. It will be a history-based topic. This project teaches 

children about the history and structure of ancient Rome and the Roman 

Empire, including a detailed exploration of the Romanisation of Britain. I am 

also hoping to book a trip to support this curriculum area. This topic will cover 

many other areas of the curriculum, it has mini topics which run alongside it. 

These include art and design topics based botanical art. The children will 

create natural weavings, two-colour prints and beautiful and detailed 

botanical paintings of fruit. In science this term the children will learn about 

children about light and dark. They investigate the phenomena of reflections 

and shadows, looking for patterns in collected data. The risks associated with 

the Sun are also explored. Also, in science the children will learn about the 

requirements of plants for growth and survival. They will describe the parts of 

flowering plants and relate structure to function, including the roots and stem 

for transporting water, leaves for making food and the flower for 

reproduction. 

Homework –This continues to be in the same format, set on a 
Friday, handed back in the following Friday.
